HIKE INTO THE PAST

Los Pefiasquitos Canyon Preserve reveals prehistoric pasts, an abundance of flora,
wildlife communities, flowing creeks, a waterfall and scenic vistas. Take in the
stunning natural beauty and uncover Native American history dating back 7,000
years on this memorable and educational guided hike, offering 2.5-,

4- and 6-mile options that range from an easy stroll or a moderate hike to

MESA TO THE SEA HIKE

Descend from the famous cliff top groves of Torrey Pines State Reserve to the
pristine beach below and gain a unique perspective of the mysterious coastal
ecosystems of this 2,000-acre San Diego County gem. See the rare and elegant
Torrey Pines, unspoiled beaches and a lagoon vital to migrating seabirds along a
trek through one of the Southern California coast’s wildest stretches of land —
just minutes from The Grand Del Mar.

Pefiasquitos Ranch House, an adobe estate built in 1824, before riders head into
an environment tailor-made for two wheels: Los Pefiasquitos Canyon Preserve.
Ride along the tree-lined dirt road — once a bustling stagecoach route to the
coast for weary travelers and anxious soldiers — to the boulder-studded Los
Pefiasquitos Creek Waterfall and back.

NATIVE PLANT RESTORATION

In partnership with local non-profit agencies, a guided hike or mountain bike
adventure leads your group into the heart of Los Pefiasquitos Canyon Preserve
to assist in planting multiple species of indigenous plants, including the California
Scrub Oak — once the diet foundation of the Kumeyaay Native Americans and
numerous wildlife species that made the canyon their home. This truly rewarding
experience leaves participants with a great sense of accomplishment and
deepened appreciation of the environment.

Thanks to the aid of a passionate and well-trained kayak enthusiast, no experience
is necessary to enjoy this exciting eco-adventure, but you must be able to swim.
